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In 1957, the Joint Staff Council proposed the need for Joint Education. After a series of
discussions, the JSC was established on 1 August 1961, as an affiliated organization of the Joint
Staff Council (predecessor of the Joint Staff). The following is the detailed history.

The JSC was established as an affiliated organization of the Joint Staff Council in Ichigaya.
The Regular Course was started.
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The Joint Education Program (Senior Officers Course) was started.
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The Meguro Base was established.
The JSC and GSDF/MSDF/ASDF Staff Colleges were relocated from Ichigaya to Meguro.

The joint operation system was introduced to the JSDF.
The Joint Advanced Course and Intensive Course were started.
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The Japan Peacekeeping Training and Research Center (JPC) was established.
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The JPC was relocated to Ichigaya.
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Our mission is to educate and train senior officers on joint operations required of a commanding
or a senior staff officer at Major Commands, and to conduct fundamental study and research on
joint operations.
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JSC is trialing new joint education which enriches and reinforces former joint education for contributing to
fundamental reinforcement of SDF’s joint operations posture.
