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Joint Press Release

1. General Shigeru Iwasaki, Chief of the Joint Staff, the Japan Self Defense Forces
paid a visit to Brunei Darussalam from the 2nd to the 6th of June 2013, upon the
invitation of Major General Dato Paduka Seri Haji Aminuddin Thsan, Commander
of the Royal Brunei Armed Forces. General Iwasaki had a meeting with General
Aminuddin in Bandar Seri Begawan on 3 June. During the meeting, they
discussed issues such as the security situation in the Asia-Pacific and defense

cooperation and exchange between Japan and the Brunei Darussalam.

2. The two Generals affirmed the importance of their cooperation under the
ADMM Plus and concurred on continuing to work for closer cooperation between
the Japan Self Defense Forces and the Royal Brunei Armed Forces on such
occasions as follows;

(1) Cooperation in the ADMM Plus Humanitarian Assistance/Disaster Relief and

Military Medicine Exercise held in Brunei in June 2013

(2) Mutual cooperation in the next cycle of the ADMM Plus EWG activities
beginning in 2014, in which Brunei will be the co-chair of the Maritime Security
EWG and Japan will be the co-chair of the HA/DR EWG.

3. General Iwasaki expressed his gratitude for the warm hospitality offered by
General Aminuddin. They appreciated that the exchanges took place in a friendly
atmosphere and were fruitful for both sides.
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
