At the same time, the local community has
requested the government as an essential base to certainly ensure the safety and
security for every citizen of the local area, including Kyotango city, where this
communication site 1s located, and we are committed to making every effort.
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Therefore, it is very important and will be extremely beneficial to completely and
certainly deploy various efforts to ensure the safety and security of local citizens
mentioned above under the close cooperation with concerned parties by establishing
the “Liaison Conference of the Safety and Security Responding to the Establishment

of the U.S. Kyogamisaki Communication Site ” consisting of national government
agencies, US Forces, related local governments, representative of local communities

and other relevant organizations.
